Dear Shareholder, 

The material attached sets out the terms of a renounceable Rights Issue for you to consider.  The 
Rights Issue seeks to raise just over $3 million to fund the next stage of the Companyôs growth and 
development.

The Company has now completed 4 years of trading with much success.  Demand continues to outstrip 
supply and overseas interest continues to be very strong. 

The marketing of Sealegs overseas is at a formative stage.  We now need to invest to promote Sealegs 
outside New Zealand and to develop and then support distribution channels. 

The capital that the Company aims to secure through the Rights Issue will be used to fund working 
capital and investment in margin improving initiatives, in-house manufacturing resource, product 
development, and international expansion. 

The value of the Rights Issue was restricted by the Companyôs gross asset position in that it could not 
raise more than 50% of the Companyôs gross asset value without Shareholder consent to a major 
transaction.

The Board has decided to boost the capital of the Company by way of a Rights Issue to existing 
shareholders rather than a placement as this is fairer to our loyal shareholders.

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Main Terms of the Offer 

1 The Issuer 

 The issuer of the New Shares is Sealegs Corporation Limited, a company incorporated in New 
Zealand.  The Companyôs registered office is 233 Bush Road, Albany, Auckland. 

2 The Offer 

This Offer Document relates to a pro rata renounceable Rights Issue by Sealegs of 13,188,587 
New Shares at an issue price of 25 cents each to Eligible Shareholders.  The issue price for the 
New Shares is payable in full by Eligible Shareholders on acceptance of the Offer. 

The New Shares are being offered to Eligible Shareholders on the basis of one New Share for 
every five Existing Shares held on the Record Date.  Fractional entitlements will be rounded 
down to the next whole number.  The proceeds from the issue of the New Shares will enable 
the Company to pursue the full commercialisation of its products in key international markets.

The holder of any Shares purchased after 5.00 pm on the Record Date will not qualify to 
participate in the Offer in respect of those Shares.

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Background to the Rights Issue 

The Sealegs Business 

Sealegs Corporation Limited was incorporated under the Companies Act 1993 on 16 July 1987.  Its 
registered number is 345055. 

Sealegs Corporation owns 100% of Sealegs International Limited, the worldôs leading manufacturer of 
amphibious boats (based on Sealegsô own research).  Sealegs International Limited has its office in 
Albany, Auckland and the Sealegs Amphibious boats are built in Aucklandôs North Shore.  Sealegs 
amphibious boats are used by customers in New Zealand, Australia, France, the United Kingdom, 
South Korea, Malaysia, Ireland, Hong Kong, Thailand, Belgium, the United Arab Emirates and the 
United States.

The Group has developed amphibious boats with motorised and retractable wheels that are able to be 
driven into and out of the water.  The primary boats in production and being sold are a 6.1 and 7.1 
metre rigid inflatable with motorised wheels which give a user variable speeds of 0 ï 10 kilometres per 
hour on land.  Further to this, the Company sells and manufactures an all aluminium 6.1 metre D-Tube.

The boat can be driven down a boat ramp or beach and into water.  Once in the water, the wheels are 
retracted, and the boat is driven and used on water as normal.  When approaching land, and while the 
boat is still in the water, the wheels are lowered and the boat is driven out of the water and up onto the 
beach.  The Sealegs system uses fully submersible components and is salt water compatible.

The Company has been trading for 4 years and in that time averaged revenue growth in excess of 75% 
per annum recording the following revenues:

* The actual revenue figures have been taken from the audited financial statements for the Company for the stated periods. 

The Company has a staff in excess of 50 people and has two factories in Aucklandôs North Shore.  The 
first factory focuses on the fabrication of the all aluminium hulls and the second on the final assembly.
Sealegs is managed by two proven entrepreneurs, David McKee Wright and Maurice Bryham.  David 
manages building the Company and Maurice oversees research and development. 

The Company has patents pending internationally and issued patents in New Zealand, USA, South 
Africa and Malaysia.  Management are building a strategy based on the Companyôs intellectual property 
and will commit on-going capital to its maintenance. 

Further to the investment in intellectual property the Company has invested heavily in the model and 
production, with several boat models not yet released to the market.

Since being introduced to the market in March 2004, Sealegs has revolutionized the convenience and 
enjoyment of small boating at waterfront residences and as luxury yacht tenders.  Further applications 
for the amphibious boat could be: 

1. In situations where getting in and out on the water as quickly and easily as possible is 
paramount - for pure convenience or in emergency roles. 

2. When you can't be bothered with the hassles of trailer boating - Getting wet, waiting for boat 
ramp access, parking the trailer etc. 
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3. Applications where young children are safer in the boat during launching and retrieving. 

4. Applications where aged people wish to enjoy boating but may not be able to manhandle the 
boat during conventional trailer launching/retrieval. 

5. Military, rescue and emergency response also hold much potential. 

The Company has been working to a strategic plan which in summary is as follows:

The Company has successfully completed stages 1 to 5 and is preparing to move onto stage 6 which is 
the primary reason for the Companyôs decision to make this offer. 

Use of Proceeds

The Offer is expected to raise up to a maximum of $3,297,146.70.  The value of the Rights Issue was 
restricted by the Companyôs gross asset position for the year ended 31 March 2008 in that it could not 
raise more than 50% of the Companyôs gross asset value without Shareholder consent to a major 
transaction.

In order to fund some immediate capital requirements, the Company may make a private placement to 
one or more professional investors in the short term (and possibly prior to the Closing Date).  However, 
no placements will be made before Record Date so there will be no entitlement for these investors to 
participate in this Offer.  

The proceeds of this offer will be used to fund the expansion of the business generally and for the 
following specific purposes: 

¶ Increase in-house manufacturing resource
¶ Margin improving initiatives 
¶ Product development 
¶ International expansion. 

In house Manufacturing Resource

The Company to date has employed the use of numerous external contractors to manufacture the boats 
to enable the Company to focus on design and assembly. This approach had the positive effect of 
leveraging the existing experience in the market whilst building our own. Given we are now becoming 
one of the larger marine manufacturers in New Zealand by boat volume; we consider the time has come 
to bring more of our manufacturing in house. This will require investment in plant, space, stock and 
equipment as well as staff.  This should result in enhanced control of quality and supply, and should 
mean the return on investment in specialised manufacturing processes becomes more attractive.

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Margin Improving Initiatives  

The two most significant ways we can improve margin are through cost reduction and design efficiency. 
Cost reduction is best achieved through the employment of cash as working capital to bulk purchase. 
As a result of moving into the new factory, the Company can now store bulk material but as yet cannot 
afford the considerable working capital required to fund bulk purchasing. 

The second margin improving initiative is reducing cost by simplifying design. The boats currently have 
over 500 components.  An effort to reduce this count through design would result in production 
efficiencies and cost reduction. Further to this, margin could be improved by making things differently 
for example, casting the legs versus fabricating the legs. 

Product Development  

The high volume production efficient boat remains an influential project. In recent times the focus on 
this initiative has been reduced due to the sales demand of the current models. Further, the resource 
originally allocated for the design of the Project X boat has been redeployed to reduce the work load 
created from the success of the original models.  Project X will be designed with cost and production 
efficiency in mind and will also leverage the experience of the existing aluminium boats.

In order to maintain the focus on this critically important project a team needs to be created that is 
solely responsible for its design and release. Money raised from this Rights Issue will assist with this 
project which will subsequently enable the Company to scale more effectively. 

International Expansion

The Company has done very well to enter the markets it has and has done so relatively cheaply. The 
USA remains the largest untapped market and to enter successfully will require public relations, 
advertising and local staff. Further to this, service centres will need to be established to give potential 
customers comfort when considering their purchase. 

We plan to enter the USA professionally and according to a plan. That plan requires money be invested 
up front in order to establish a strong brand and delivery of a good financial result.

2008, total sales were $9.6 million of which international sales were $5.07 million.
